A sponsor for Confirmation is a witness to the commitment a candidate makes to follow Jesus. The sponsor
presents the candidate to the bishop and stands at their side during the anointing with chrism. The spnsor may
be one of the candidate’s Catholic godparents or another qualified Catholic witness (the sponsor cannot be the
parent of the candidate). They need to be available during the candidate’s life, to help and to encourage them.

When you have chosen your sponsor, please give the form on the following page to him or her to
complete. These forms should be sent to the Religious Education Office. They can be dropped off when
you come to class or mailed. (Please see first page for mailing information.)
