EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL

Over the next few weeks, we will profile saints throughout the centuries who have been endlessly devoted
to the sacrament of the Eucharist. Our first saint is St. Teresa of Avila . The Church in the sixteenth century
was in desperate need of reform. Among the Catholic reformers was a Carmelite contemplative nun who
has since been declared a Doctor of the Church, St. Teresa of Avila (1515 - 1582)

St. Teresa was a contemplative who spent the latter half of her life restoring Carmelite spirituality to its
historic authenticity. However, under obedience of her spiritual directors she published some of the deepest
and clearest expositions of Catholic Christianity.

The following passage from St. Teresa was written in 1575. She describes the deep secrets that God revealed
to her after she received Holy Communion.

"Once after receiving Communion, | was given understanding of how the Father receives, within our soul,
the most holy Body of Christ, and of how | know and have seen that these Divine Persons are present, and
how pleasing to the Father this offering of His Son is, because He delights and rejoices with Him here - let us
say - on earth. For His humanity is not present with us in the soul, but His divinity is. Thus, the humanity is so
welcome and pleasing to the Father and bestows on us so many favors...."

What is St. Teresa saying? She is saying that God the Father gives us indescribable blessings through the
humanity of His Son. It is impossible to overestimate the importance of this truth. Certainly, the graces we
receive come to us from God. But they come to us through the humanity, which the Second Person of the
Holy Trinity assumed, when He became man.

That is why the Holy Eucharist is called The Mystery of Faith. At the heart of our faith is the belief that God
assumed our human nature in order to serve as the channel of the graces we need to reach heaven. The
Holy Eucharist, therefore, is the principal channel of the light and strength we need to embrace the cross in
this valley of tears in order to join our Savior in heaven."
